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Charred ruins probed

Propane gas cylinder
linked to Lebanon fire

LEBANON, Tenn. — A liquid
propane gas cylinder appears to
have caused a fire that killed two
employees of a battery manufac-
turing company here, an investiga-
tor said yesterday.

“This is a type of flames that
could be caused by LP gas and we
have a tank that blew up,” said
Gary Chappell, an arson division
investigator with the state fire mar-
shal's office.

Chappell's comment came after
he picked his way through the
charred ruins of the Used Repair
Shop Inc., an auto and boat battery

will be taken to Tennesee Techno-
logical University in Cookeville,
where the metal will be tested for
any weaknesses that might have
